The purpose of this column is to 
offer suggestions for ways to help save time and 
money and create other efficiencies to help make 
life easier.

Since 
we do not know what can’t work, we often try 
solutions that would appear to be certain to fail 
but can sometimes create a marvel to help make 
life better.

While I was in Israel last week for the conference, 
we visited a strawberry farm. We noticed that 
the plastic protective covering along rows of 
strawberries were covered and uncovered every 
day by hand. This seemed like an incredibly labor-
intensive, back-breaking exercise to happen once 
or twice a day, covering many rows of fruit. We 
came up with an idea to make plastic “handles” 
that could be affixed every meter so that the 
workers had something to hold onto, which would 
make it much easier and faster to do the needed 
task (see below). We also figured it would save on 
the number of workers needed. The idea is being 
tested now and will probably have to go through 
multiple iterations before getting something that 
can work. Or it will fail, which is nothing unusual 
when inventing new products. 
The point is we are happy to try and it will 
generally not cost anyone anything to whoever 
gives us the challenge. If they like the finished 
product and they can make it themselves, that is 

fine; if they want us to make it, 
we can do that too. Please note 
that we are not responsible if 
you make something yourselves 
and it does not work, causes 
trouble of any kind, or someone 
gets hurt. This column is simply 
meant to help make your lives 
easier.
